· Advanced registration for seated contestants in Expert, High Performance Class, Wave Ski and International categories begins on January 1st, 2010 and ends January 15th, 2010.  Please refer to the ranking list on the web site http://www.asudoit.com or http://www.jmh.com/kayak/scsc08.htm for those who are eligible.  Those who have placed 1-3rd in intermediate categories will also receive an automatic seat in a similar category in this year’s expert event.  It is not mandatory that the intermediate must move up.
· For Category and Boat rules information see enclosed “Santa Cruz Kayak Surf Festival Categories and Boat Rules”.

· Maximum length of any participant’s boat cannot exceed 4.0 meters.

· Entering in categories that cause a person to be on 2 sites is discouraged. If there are conflicts in time, no refunds will be given

· All Expert Classes must check in Thurs night at Adventure Sports; no registration at the site on the day of the contest.

· Intermediate & Novice Classes are encouraged to check in Thursday night, but may check in Saturday 7-9am at the site. 

· Registration closes March 7th, 2010.  No refunds after March 7th, 2010.

· A “junior” is defined as a contestant who is 18 years or younger as of Dec 31, 2009.

· A “master” is defined as a contestant who is 45 years or older as of Dec. 31, 2009.

	Santa Cruz Kayak Surf Festival Categories and Boat Rules


Registration for all Surf Categories will close March 7th, 2010

No refunds after this date. All boats must have float bags for buoyancy; all boaters must wear life jackets and a helmet. Categories with less than four (4) contestants may be cancelled. The organizers reserve the right to disqualify any equipment, disqualify any person, or change any event for safety reasons. There will be no refunds due to weather, failure of contestant to arrive, conflicts with other events or contestants who sign-up for categories held at other locations. Any contestant, who engages in unsafe surfing in the area before the contest, fails to check in, attend contestant's meeting, comply with contest rules or sign a waiver will not be allowed to compete.  There will be no registration of new contestants for surfing expert categories on the day of the event. 
 EXPERT CATEGORIES

Fee: $125 per category
A three day event held at Steamer’s Lane, Third Reef or Middle Peak for expert paddle surfers.

	Important Information for Expert Category Surfers!

	· Thursday March 25th, 5pm-7pm: mandatory boat inspections at Adventure Sports Unlimited (ASU) 

· Thursday March 25th, 7pm: contestant's meeting at Adventure Sports Unlimited (ASU)

· Friday March 26th, 7am: First heat


All contestants will surf the first two days. Finals will be on day three. Heats will have a maximum of four contestants per heat. Placement in the finals will be determined by the contestant's place in the heats on days one and two. Ties will be broken by best place, then by score. The finals will be single elimination. First and second place contestants in semi-finals will move on. For categories of only one heat, placement will be determined by the sum of the contestant’s scores for all three days.

Kayaks must meet WSKA Safety Rules (www.wska.org/rules.html).  Experts must have their boat checked and verified by official stamp Thursday evening.

	International class boats, same as above.  18 years or younger as of Dec 31, 2008.

	High Performance Men
	Any “sit inside” kayak under 9 feet in length.

	High Performance Women
	Any “sit inside” kayak under 9 feet in length.

	High Performance Junior
	Any “sit inside” kayak under 9 feet in length.  18 years or younger as of Dec 31, 2008.

	Masters Open
	Entrant 45 years and over.  Any “sit inside” kayak maximum 4 meters in length.

	Wave Ski Open
	Any SOT kayak or “wave ski” under 3.5 meters in length.

	Elite Stand-up Paddle Surfing   
	Any stand-up paddle board w/leash & powered by a single blade paddle.


INTERMEDIATE - NOVICE

Fee: $85 per category
A two day event held at Cowell’s Beach and/or Indicator Point.

	Important Information for Intermediate and Novice Category Surfers!

	· Thursday March 25th, 6pm: optional check-in at Adventure Sports Unlimited (ASU) 

· Saturday March 27th, 7am-8am: check-in at contest site for those who didn’t check-in Thursday night

· Saturday March 27th, 8am: Contestant's meeting at Judge’s Stand at the contest site

· Saturday March 27th, 9am: First heat


All intermediate and novice contestants will surf both days, Saturday & Sunday. Placement will be determined by the sum of the contestant's scores in the heats of both days. Ties will be broken by best score and then by the best wave score. Categories will be broken into men's and women's if the number of men and women contestants can make a full heat.

	Beginner (has not placed in a past SCKSF); any "sit-on-top" production plastic craft maximum 4 meters in length

	Junior Novice Production Plastic Open
	Beginner (has not placed in a past SCKSF); any "sit-on-top" production plastic craft maximum 4 meters in length.  18 years or younger as of Dec 31, 2008.

	College Surf Kayak Team Challenge   
	Any University or College team, surfers must be students at associated school. (Any surfer competing in the expert category cannot enter as part of the team.) 4 kayak surfers maximum per team, the 4th person must be a woman.  This means that 3 males could compete, but would be at a disadvantage.

Any sit-on-top or sit-inside kayak, maximum 4 meters in length.

	Any Stand-up Paddle Board w/leash & powered by a single blade paddle
